APPENDIX B :
A CANDIDATE WHO IS A TEACHER IN ENGINEERING

B1
A candidate who wishes to be interviewed on the basis as a teacher of engineering must :-

(a) Prosses the necessary academic qualification and 
(b) Be engaged in teaching an approved engineering degree/advanced diploma course at the time of his application and
(c) Have been engaged, in teaching the final two years of the engineering course for a period of a least 1 year
(d) Have had the equivalent of one year’s practical engineering experience which can be made up of separate parts and
(e) Have had in addition to (c) and (d) either not less than 3 years’s experience which may include a period on
i) An approved course of full time post-graduate study or
ii) On research for the award of a higher degree or
iii) Research done whilst holding the position of teacher in an approved degree course
B2
A candidate must submit :

(a) Two copies of a report giving an account of his training and experience prepared in accordance with The profesional Interview regulations; and
(b) Two copies of a report of not more than 4000 words in evidence of research carried out by him.  This report should include a brief summary of the candidate’s research work, stating the subject matter and objectives, together with a short list of any papers he has published.  A thesis prepared for a higher degree is not acceptable but a candidate may include the matter of this thesis together with new matter.
The report may be illustrated by drawings, and must describe work actually carried out by the candidates, or for which he was substantially responsible.  A survey of existing knowledge of a subject will not be considered adequate .  A candidate will be tested on his knowledge of maters arising out of his research, his command of methods appropriate to the handling of them, and his understanding of the relevance of this work to engineering.
The report should include details of the engineering course taught by him.
